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According to the standard Russian definition, Nazis are defined by a virulent hatred of Russians, which is undoubtedly the case with Svoboda and Right Sector in Ukraine. This type of Nazism is wholeheartedly supported by the West (especially the United States) because it helps to fuel enmity between Ukrainians and Russians, which enables the US and its NATO vassals to exert dominance over Ukraine as an anti-Russian springboard of future aggression and hope of conquering more “democratic Lebensraum.” Historically, National Socialism was largely defined by an anti-Slavic worldview, and this is exactly how Russia defines Fascism (which it equates with National Socialism). One should remember Adolf Hitler’s own words: “The safety of Europe will not be assured until we have driven Asia back behind the Urals. No organized Russian state must be allowed to exist west of that line. They are brutes, and neither Bolshevism nor Tsarism makes any difference. They are brutes in a state of nature.”

Russia thus took the correct angle in the current conflict. While the Nazis in Ukraine might have only gotten around three percent of the vote, they are nevertheless in dominant positions in the government and — more importantly — in the military (the openly Nazi Azov Regiment was integrated into the regular Ukrainian Army). The whole Ukrainian way of thinking is fueled by Russophobia because the ultra-nationalists dominate the narrative in Ukraine. This mindset is directly responsible for the killings of thousands of ethnic Russian, and to a lesser extent ethnic Ukrainian, civilians in Eastern Ukraine (all of them Ukrainian citizens, mind you), which was a part of Russia until 1922 and was known as Novorossiya (“New Russia”).
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After a video of the shooting of Russian prisoners of war, probably by members of an Azov unit, caused international outrage, the advisor to the head of the Ukrainian Presidential Office, Alexei Arestovich, felt compelled to act and announced an investigation into the incident. But he was apparently far more concerned about the carefully cultivated heroic image of the government and the army than the disturbing acts of violence. He urgently appealed to his compatriots to henceforth stop disseminating footage of violations of international humanitarian law on the internet — but he did not call on them to stop violating said law.

After its victory, Russia will no doubt have to engage in a massive re-education and denazification program, especially in schools and through the media. There can be no compromise based on the formula “NATO no, EU yes.” The West is the source and the sponsor of Ukrainian Nazism. As Hitler stated: “It was we who, in 1918, created the Baltic countries and the Ukraine. But nowadays, we have no interest in maintaining the Baltic States, any more than in creating an independent Ukraine.”

The US views Ukraine as a NATO outpost, a satrapy in the service of international capital and woke ideology. Russian anti-Fascism thus stands for the rejection of foreign ideas alien to Russianness. Therefore, a Russian can never be a Nazi (or Fascist), even if he agrees with the ideological concepts of National Socialism/Hitlerism, which was a purely Western construct, like Marxism. Russian anti-Fascism has, therefore, a deeply ethnic component. In Tsarist times, Russia cultivated an anti-Western anti-Catholicism that served the same function. Russian President Vladimir Putin’s recourse to symbols and narratives (e.g., the national anthem and the red stars adorning the Kremlin towers) of the Soviet Union is also at an ethnic level, not an ideological one. Russian Communism is seen as “original,” i.e., purified from Jewish-German Marxism, just as Russian Orthodoxy has been shorn of any Jewishness. The Jews are not the people of God; Russians are. Every Easter, Jesus rises from the grave, not in Palestine, not in Israel, but in Russia itself. Every Theophany, Jesus is baptized in a Russian Jordan. Russia is the “suffering land.”
